HISTORY: This is a 1-year-old child accompanied by mother here with the cough, congestion, fever, and ear aches. Mother states this has been going on for approximately three days states she gave over-the-counter Tylenol, which should bring the fever down, but it comes right back up in a few hours later. She states child is eating and drinking well, but has been pulling vigorously his right ear and has been crying when he does.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Mother states that the child is eating and drinking well, no changes. States child’s other activities are normal. Declines vomiting and diarrhea. She reports cough.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Child is interactive and playful. He has moist mucous membranes and appears comfortable in mother’s arms.
VITAL SIGNS:

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.8.

HEENT: Nose: Congested with green discharge. Erythematous and edematous turbinates. Ears: Right ear TM is erythematous with fusion and fusion appears purulent. No light reflex. No external ear canal tenderness or swelling.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Distended, but soft and nontender. No visible peristalsis.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No deformity. No edema. No erythema.
NEUROLOGIC: Child is alert and oriented, interactive and playful smiles appropriately.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Right otitis media.
2. Right ear pain.
3. Fever.
4. Rhinitis.

The patient was sent home today with the following medications.

1. Amoxicillin 250/5 mg, he will take 5 mL t.i.d. for 10 days, #150 mL.

2. Motrin 100/5 mL, he will take 6 ml p.o. t.i.d. p.r.n. for pain/fever.

3. Tylenol 160/5 mL p.o. q.i.d. p.r.n. for pain and fever. 

Flu and RSV were done in the clinic both were negative. Mother was reassured she was advised to give medication exactly as prescribed and to finish the antibiotics. She was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none. Strongly, encouraged to come back to clinic if child do not get better or to go to the nearest emergency room.
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
