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GENERAL MEDICAL EXAM WITH INTERNAL MEDICINE EMPHASIS

Chief Complaint: Mr. Jamie A. Gore is a 58-year-old white male who was involved in an oil field accident in 2016 when he states he was working in the oil field and a part broke from the oil field equipment and kind of slapped the patient’s face, the right side of his head and some bolt came out lodged in the back part of his brain and skull and has left a big indentation on the back of his skull. He states his optic nerve got severed with the injury and he has lost complete vision in his right eye. He states the brain injury as well as the eye injury has left him weak on the right side of his body where he has to limp on the right side for any ambulation. He states he is able to use his left eye, but he does not drive and he cannot drive at all at night. He states since the accident he has had problem with blackout spells. He states his blackout spells involve some jerking motion of his whole body or sometimes his hands followed by him passing out for three to five minutes. He states he is not sure what that is all about, but some doctors have told him this could be seizures and he is advised not to drive. He states he gets such episodes two or three times at least every other day. He is not sure if he is on any seizure medicine. He states recently in September 2022 he had such a spell and he fell and his wife called 911 and the ambulance came and picked him and took him to the hospital where they ended up admitting him and he states next day Dr. Hoover, a neurosurgeon, came and talked to him and the nurses brought a consent for surgery where the diagnosis that was put on the paper included lumbar stenosis, left radiculopathy, L4-5 laminectomy, partial facetectomy, right L5-S1 dissecting foraminotomies. The patient states he was very surprised, but there was a death in the family. So, he was discharged and he had to go to the funeral and now he states he does not want the surgery rescheduled because he states and he and his wife looked upon Internet and it all looked like degenerative disease causing the problems and not because of the accident. The patient states that the workmen’s compensation case is settled long time ago and he has no money left. The patient states they did three eye surgeries including putting a new lens in the eye and still he has no vision in his right eye. He states he cannot see anything out of his right eye and the doctor has told him because of his brain injury his body is going to be like he has had stroke on the right side. His gait is extremely abnormal. He denies any bowel or bladder problems. He states after his accident a lady friend tried to help him and now they are living together. She also has similar problems of being in accident and hurting.
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Medications: His medicines include:
1. Tylenol No.4 p.r.n.

2. Lorazepam 1 mg three times a day.

3. Tramadol p.r.n.

4. Halcion at bedtime.

5. Nadolol 50 mg at bedtime and some medicine starting with M; he does not know whether it is mirtazapine or something else.

Allergies: LISINOPRIL and PENICILLIN.
Personal History: The patient states he was working as a motor technician up in the oil field up until he was in an accident. He has seven children. He states he has never smoked, but used to drink plenty of beer, but he quit five years ago.

Review of Systems: His right knee hurts. His lower back hurts. He cannot see anything out of the right eye. He is clumsy on the right side. He is not able to flex or extend his right knee. Left knee range of motion is normal. Range of motion of lumbar spine decreased by 70%. He states he has girlfriend; they have lived in together for many years since the accident. So, she was the one who brought him to the office. He states he had a lot of surgeries done on the right side of his face because of injury to the right side of the face and head. He has a big deep indentation on the back of his head where a bolt got lodged and he has severed his right optic nerve and injured the brain that caused him to have the right-sided weakness. He has right-sided weakness.

Physical Examination:
General: Exam reveals Mr. Jamie Gore to be a 58-year-old male who is awake, alert and oriented and in no acute distress. He is left-handed.

Vital Signs:

Height 5’9".

Weight 190 pounds.

Blood pressure 140/98.

Pulse 97 per minute.

Pulse oximetry 98%.

Temperature 96.8.

BMI 28.

Snellen’s Test:
Right eye no vision.

Left eye 20/200.

Both eyes 20/200

He does not have hearing aid.
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Head: Normocephalic. A big indentation is seen in the middle of the lower part of his back where he was injured by some bolts and nuts.

Face: His face does seem like he has had some kind of facial surgery.

Eyes: His pupils are not equal. The left pupil does react to light.

Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruits. Thyroid is not palpable.

Chest: Good inspiratory and expiratory breath sounds.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular. No gallop. No murmur.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly.

Extremities: No phlebitis. No edema. The patient keeps his right knee in a permanently fixed flexion position. He cannot extend it properly nor can he flex it properly. He has got bunion on both feet. He has lot of dry skin on the undersurface of both feet.
Neurologic: Range of motion of lumbar spine decreased by 75%. The reflexes are difficult to elicit on the right side, but 1+ on the left side. He is left-handed. He can do alternate pronation and supination with his left hand and right hand. Finger-nose testing is normal on the right side and left side. There is no nystagmus.

No records have been sent per TRC for review except the patient’s own questions that he has answered himself.

The Patient’s Problems: Include:
1. Severe oil field accident when a piece of equipment of oil field broke and slapped on the right side of face and his head giving him head injury and severing his right optic nerve and causing him to still have blindness despite three eye surgeries and giving him back pain and weakness on the right side of the body and right knee.

2. The patient’s gait is extremely abnormal and he is developing calluses on the undersurface of both feet, which even add to his abnormal gait.

3. History of blindness in the right eye.

4. Weakness and deformity of the right upper and right lower extremity and right knee.

5. History of blackout spells, etiology unknown, possibly seizure disorder, but the patient not on any seizure medicine.

6. Long-standing history of hypertension.

7. Musculoskeletal right knee pain and low back pain. The patient is left-handed.
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
