DUNCAN, BETTY
Ms. Duncan is a 76-year-old woman who presented to the emergency room on or about 09/27/2022 with abdominal pain. The patient noted to have an ill-defined mass in her liver 3.5 x 4.5 cm concerning of malignancy. The patient had a recent colonoscopy and mammogram which were both normal. Subsequent evaluation of the mass turned out to be a bile duct cancer, intrahepatic with bone metastasis. The patient underwent chemotherapy with chemotherapy induced nausea and vomiting. The patient developed hypokalemia and subsequent severe vertigo and pain. The patient’s H&H have been around 11 and 32. The patient’s appetite has been diminished. Hence the decrease of her albumin and her total protein at this time. Her CEA is elevated at 8.4 and CA19-9 at 60. Subsequently, it was decided that the adenocarcinoma in the liver is most consistent with upper gastrointestinal or pancreaticobiliary primary. Subsequently, the patient condition has deteriorated to the point of the patient is no longer interested in chemo or radiation therapy at this time and has been admitted to the hospice with life expectancy of less than six months. The patient has a KPS score of 40% and lives with her daughter who is her primary caregiver at home. The patient requires pain medication around the clock. Appetite has been diminished. The patient has developed severe weakness and it is evident that the patient is at endstage regarding her primary carcinoma and is very much appropriate for hospice.
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
