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1. KS, 21-year-old woman seen with flu-like symptoms, diagnosed with pharyngitis. Swab test negative. Treated with Pen-VK. Left message for the patient to call me back.

2. DF, 63-year-old female seen with low blood pressure, but she left without being seen. I called the patient to ask why. She did not answer the phone and no one called me back. Left message.

3. DG, 20-month-old baby diagnosed with flu-B. Treated with Tamiflu. Doing much better. Mother is very happy with the care received.
4. AJ, 10-year-old with fever and sore throat. Swab test negative. Diagnosed viral URI. Treated supportively. Doing well at this time.

5. DW, 22-year-old female, vomiting, 11 weeks pregnant. Urinalysis negative. No proteinuria. No infection. IV fluids and Zofran given. The patient was happy with the care received.

6. XT, 7-year-old with high fever, diagnosed with flu B and strep. Treated with Pen-VK and Tamiflu. Doing well at this time. Mother was happy with the care received. No issues or problems.

7. DB, 43-year-old woman with vaginal discharge. The vaginal exam showed retained condom in the vagina. Treated for vaginitis with Flagyl. Discharged home. Doing better. She was happy with the care received.

8. JB, 8-year-old with coughing and sore throat. Diagnosed with flu B and strep. Treated with Tamiflu and penicillin. Doing well at this time. 
9. RB, 57-year-old male with blood in the stool. Blood pressure 212/144. Heart rate increased. CBC negative. Cardiac workup negative. H&H was elevated at 18 and 54. CT showed diverticulosis. The patient was transferred to HCA ER.
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10. EW, 23-year-old male with chest pain. He underwent full workup with EKG, urine tox, labs, cardiac enzymes, repeat cardiac enzymes, D-dimer, PT/PTT, chest x-ray all were negative. The patient is having no chest pain today and was very happy with the care received. Cardiology was not called because diagnosis was atypical chest pain and he was only 23 years old.

11. AN, 33-year-old with sore throat, body ache, and headache. Diagnosed with flu B. Given Tamiflu and ProAir. The patient was unhappy because she asked for a chest x-ray to make sure she does not have pneumonia, but both Dr. Adedapo and nurses told her she does not need one. She is taking her medication, doing better now.
12. CW, 22-year-old with neck and upper back pain status post MVA. CT of the head and C-spine negative. Urinalysis negative. Tylenol #3 given. Discharged home Still having some soreness today she states, but happy with the doctor and the care.

13. HA, 39-year-old woman with cough, sore throat, body ache, and diarrhea. Swab test and chest x-ray negative. Diagnosed with bronchitis. Chart indicates no medications were given. I left the message for the patient to call me back to see if she was treated with any medication. 
14. KB, 7-year-old with facial injury at school. CT of the head and face negative, was discharged home. Mother was happy with the care. The child is back in school today.
15. RM, 54-year-old with possible COVID. COVID testing was negative. The patient with minimal symptoms. Did not want any treatment. Did not answer her phone.
16. RJ, 6-year-old with fever, abdominal pain, and headache. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with viral URI. Sent home with Tylenol and Motrin. Left message for mother to call me back.
17. AD, 59-year-old woman with pain all over. She has been having fatigue for five days. Diagnosed with myalgia. Treated with Toradol. Lab work and chest x-ray complete. Urinalysis was done. TSH was done as well. The patient did not answer her phone.
18. FW, 36-year-old woman with headache, shoulder pain, and back pain because of MVA. X-rays and CTs were all negative. Treated with Toradol. Sent home.
19. CH, 31-year-old with low back pain. CT showed spondylolisthesis and nonobstructive stones were found. Treated with Flexeril and Toradol. Sent home. Doing much better today. Was happy with Dr. Adedapo. 
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20. NR, is an 80-year-old woman with wound on her right leg. Treated with Keflex. Culture and sensitivity obtained. The patient has no history of diabetes. No blood work was done. Wound must have been small. The exam is very non-descriptive. Did not answer the phone as to the cause of nature of the injury. 
21. CH, 6-year-old with a temperature of 103. Workup negative. Temperature came down to 100.4. Diagnosed with viral URI. Treated conservatively. 
22. AD, 26-year-old with back pain. The patient’s L-spine and CT of the abdomen along with multiple lab works were all within normal limits. Treated with Flexeril and Toradol. Happy with the care. Doing a 50% better today.
23. TW, 15-year-old with cough and fever. Diagnosed with strep and given Pen-VK. Doing better today. Happy with the care received as well.
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
