HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is an 8-year-old young man. His older brother brought him in today. He was here last week, he tested positive for strep throat, he was given a medication; however, he did not like the taste of the medication and therefore, he still has it in his refrigerator and has been refusing it at his residence. Mother was given instructions that she would prefer him to get an injection today to help thwart off that infection in his throat. He still has symptoms. There is no nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. He does have fevers off and on.

No abdominal pain.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: He is not currently taking any medicine, but he has amoxicillin at his house.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, and slightly obese.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 116/59. Pulse 85. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.3. Oxygenation 98% on room air. Current weight 90 pounds.

HEENT: Ears: There is no tympanic membrane erythema appreciated. Oropharyngeal area: Erythema noted. Strawberry tongue noted. Oral mucosa is moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. There is no murmur. Regular rate and rhythm.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. Remainder of this exam is largely unremarkable.

LABS: Today, include a flu and strep. The strep came back positive. Flu is negative.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Strep throat. The patient will be given a Rocephin injection 500 mg. He is also instructed along with his brother that is here that he should take the medicine that was prescribed for him last week. He still has sufficient quantity of that in his refrigerator. I have told them that they can possibly mix the amoxicillin with another beverage that he enjoys and they can accomplish administrating the medication by doing that.

They are going to make sure he gets plenty of rest, plenty of fluid and monitor his symptoms and return to clinic or call if not improving.
