HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mother is here with this little female, 10 months old; apparently, she has been exposed to the flu. She was agitated and cranky yesterday and cried quite a bit. She has three sisters and they all have the flu and mother is wanting her to be evaluated today.

There is no nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. She is taking foods and fluids without any incident.

I have done a complete review of systems with the mother. This was completely negative with the exception of what is mentioned above.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Eczema.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father and siblings. No association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient seems very calm and she is not in any distress.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: There is no tympanic membrane erythema. Oropharyngeal area does exhibit some erythema minimal amount. There is no strawberry tongue. Oral mucosa is moist.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmur.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are present and within normal limits.

LABS: Today, we have done both the flu test and strep test, both were negative.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Exposure to flu by siblings. The patient will receive Tamiflu; we will give the dose of 3.5 mL b.i.d. for five days. The concentration of the Tamiflu is 6 mg/1 mL.

Mother is going to continue to monitor and make sure she gets plenty of rest, plenty of fluids and, if there is any lack of improvement, mother will call us or return to clinic for followup.
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
