HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 4-year-old little girl mother brings her in due to a suspected either UTI or yeast infection. Mother stated that she did see some white particles on the external vaginal area and the patient does complain that it burns a bit down there off and on. This just started in the last few days. Also, increased erythema to that area as well.

She does not complain of any pain upon urination and normal bowel movements as well. No other issues verbalized to me today.

ALLERGIES: This patient has no known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father and no association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, and oriented. She interacts well with me through the exam today, she is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 96/63. Pulse 86. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.2. Oxygenation 100% on room air. Current weight 46 pounds.

HEENT: All within normal limits. There is no tympanic membrane erythema. There is no oropharyngeal erythema.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. Normal respiratory effort is observed.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. There is no murmur.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Her abdomen is nontender. There is no suprapubic tenderness or pain as well.

BACK: Examination of the back, she does not have any bilateral flank pain.

GU: Inspection of the genitalia, she does have some erythema with some yeast type presentation on bilateral areas of the external vaginal area. She will need an antifungal cream.

LABS: We did a urine specimen as well; it came back all within normal limits.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Yeast infection. The patient will receive clotrimazole topical, mother will apply that to the area of question twice a day. Mother is going to monitor symptoms and return to clinic or call if she has any questions.
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
