CHIEF COMPLAINT: Cough.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is an 80-year-old gentleman, originally from Mexico, has been living here for some time. He comes in today with cough associated with sputum production and headache.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, not taking any medication.

SURGICAL HISTORY: Recent surgery none.

MEDICATIONS: He has not taken his losartan; his blood pressure is well controlled. He has not taken any medication except for Coricidin.
ALLERGIES: None.

IMMUNIZATIONS: COVID Immunizations: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Does not smoke and does not drink. Used to work in the mines in Mexico.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 130 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 98.2. Respirations 16. Pulse 71. Blood pressure 130/75.
HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

ABDOMEN: Soft.
NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

LABS: Flu test today is negative.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Chest x-ray today shows no evidence of pneumonia, some pulmonary fibrosis noted.

2. Flu test is negative.

3. Bronchitis is the diagnosis.

4. Rocephin 1 g now.

5. Decadron 8 mg now.

6. Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak to take at home. He also has nebulizer treatment with albuterol and Atrovent if needed especially at nighttime.
