The patient presents with concern about lesions on the skin. She states that she has lesions in right shoulder and right lower back for two months. She also states she has another mid back flat lesion that has been there for over a year, has pictures of it before, she states lump is getting larger.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of GERD, anxiety, and depression.
MEDICATIONS: See chart.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Skin: Noted to be a firm small inclusion cyst to right shoulder and to right lower paraspinal area measuring 3 mm without inflammation or signs of infection or tenderness. Back: Lesion underlying T8 with mildly grayish discoloration measuring 12 mm without tenderness, inflammation or irregular borders or induration.

IMPRESSION: Nine skin lesions on right shoulder and back.

PLAN: Advised to keep appointment with dermatologist that she made in a couple of months for further evaluation with followup as needed *__________* routine care.
