The patient is seen for refills without problems.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Partial removal of pancreas with apparent cancer of the ductal system 10 years ago, followed up in MD Anderson with last negative ultrasound two years ago, with past history of hypothyroidism and hypertension.
MEDICATIONS: Levaquin, simvastatin, and lisinopril/hydrochlorothiazide.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: As above; low thyroid disease, high lipid disease, hypertension, status post Whipple, pancreatic cancer.
PLAN: Medications refilled. Follow up in three months with routine labs at that time.
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
