The patient is seen for followup with increased uric acid.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of fracture, left ankle, two years ago.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
Uric acid was 9.3 in August when checked before. The patient is in to discuss labs, doing much better.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Gout, high lipid disease, and hypertension.

PLAN: Medications were refilled with addition of allopurinol, to take with gradually increased dose as directed. Follow up in one to two months with repeat labs.
