The patient is seen with cough and congestion for the past two days and sore throat.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. History of bronchitis.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness.
IMPRESSION: Respiratory infection with bronchitis.
PLAN: The patient advised to follow up as necessary. Advised to follow up with cardiologist and provide us with copy of lab work done there. Because he has had a partial colonoscopy, unable to complete because of poor prep, but charged by insurance and was not by doctor’s office and has not been able to complete colonoscopy. Advised to contact doctor’s office for a copy of the report and, if it is not done, to contact insurance company to get credit so the colonoscopy can be performed.
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
