HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 78-year-old male presents to the clinic stating that he still has the ongoing pneumonia. He did finish his prescription of p.o antibiotics, but is still having these symptoms coughing up green and having some shortness of breath.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Crestor.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension and anxiety.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Denies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies drug, ETOH or smoke.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: See HPI.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: He is alert, well-nourished and well-groomed. He does have some mild shortness of breath with pursed lip breathing.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 188/68. Heart rate 85. Respirations 24. Temperature 97.8. O2 97. He weighs 278 pounds.

HEENT: Mucous membranes are moist. Pupils PERL bilateral. Tympanic membrane intact. No erythema to the posterior pharynx.

NECK: Negative JVD. Normal range of motion.

LUNGS: Respirations are mildly labored. Clear in all quadrants except left lower quadrant, does have wheezing and coarse breath sounds.

HEART: S1 and S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds x4.

EXTREMITIES: Normal range of motion. No edema.

NEUROLOGIC: A&O x4. Gait is steady.

SKIN: Warm and dry. No rash. No lesions.

ASSESSMENT:
1. COPD exacerbation

2. Pneumonia.
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PLAN: The patient still adamantly refuses chest x-ray as he states he has had this several times in the past and he knows that he just needs another antibiotic shot. I will agree to give him another shot of Rocephin, but he does not need any more antibiotics or any more prescription antibiotics at this time. The patient will continue to do the breathing treatments at home. If he has any worsening of symptoms, he can return to the clinic. The patient has had improvement in his O2 since his last visit. The patient does agree with this plan of care. He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he has none at this time.
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
