Ms. Sanders comes in to the Westland Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She states that she has difficulties reading and seeing at a distance when she does not wear her glasses. She has been told that she has progressive myopia. She denies eye surgery. She has not had eye trauma. She does not use eye drops. Currently, she works as a baby-sitter.
On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is 20/25 on the right and 20/20 on the left at a distance. This is with a spectacle correction of –9.75 –1.00 x 152 on the right and –10.25 –0.50 x 066 on the left. The near acuity with the distance correction measures 20/25 on the right and 20/20 on the left at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 17 on the right and 16 on the left. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. The fundus examination is unremarkable. There are no hemorrhages. There is no edema. There is some lattice in the periphery. The eyelids are unremarkable.

Goldmann visual field testing utilizing a III4e stimulus with correction and with good reliability shows 98 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 102 degrees of horizontal field on the left.

Assessment:
1. Myopia.
2. Astigmatism.
Ms. Sanders has excellent visual acuity and normal visual fields. Based upon these findings, she should be able to perform the visual tasks required in the work environment. She can read small print, distinguish between small objects, and avoid hazards in her environment. Her prognosis is good.
