Dear Mrs. Geitman:

This is a followup for Mrs. Hall chronic kidney and hypertension.  Last visit in February.  No hospital admission.  Feeling well.  Takes inhaler Anoro for COPD only every other day and uses oxygen as needed.  Denies purulent material or hemoptysis.  There has been progressive weight loss.  Appetite is also fair.  No vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea or bleeding.  No infection in the urine, cloudiness or blood.  Presently no chest pain, palpitation or fainting episode.  She lost balance a month ago, but did not go the emergency room or loss consciousness.  There was no major trauma or lacerations.  No loss of consciousness.  Minor discomfort on the neck that resolved.  Other review of system is negative.

Medications:  List reviewed.  I am going to highlight the Norvasc increased to 10 mg, on metoprolol.

Physical Exam:  Today blood pressure 150/70.  COPD abnormalities.  Minor JVD.  No localized rales or pleural effusion.  She has a systolic ejection murmur probably aortic stenosis.  No pericardial rub or gallop.  No abdominal distention, tenderness or ascites.  No major edema.  For her Crohn’s disease she remains on Remicade every 8 to 10 weeks.

Labs:  Chemistries in August creatinine 1.7 which is baseline.  Present GFR 29 stage IV and low sodium 133.  Normal potassium, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorous.  No anemia.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IV for the most part stable.  No progression and not symptomatic.

2. Hypertension fair.

3. Crohn’s disease well controlled on Remicade.  Isolated diarrhea.  Progressive weight loss but states to be eating.

4. COPD findings prior smoker and uses oxygen as needed.

5. Mild low sodium concentration and keep fluid intake in the low side.

6. Presently no anemia.

All issues discussed with the patient.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
