Dear Dr. Christensen:

This is a followup for Mr. Kelly with chronic kidney disease, extensive arthrosclerosis including angioplasty stent of the left renal artery.  Last visit from May.  No hospital admission.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, or bleeding.  Denies infection, urine, cloudiness or blood.  Unsteady but no falling episodes.  Chronic dyspnea.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No chest pain, palpitation or syncope.  No orthopnea or PND.  He has prior left-sided carotid endarterectomy this was done at University of Michigan more than a year ago May 2021, required blood transfusion because of local bleeding.  Other review of system is negative.

Medications:  List reviewed.  New medication Neurontin for neuropathy a high dose presently 400 mg three times a day, cholesterol management presently Crestor and Zetia.  Triglyceride treatment on Lopid and for blood pressure losartan, HCTZ, amlodipine and metoprolol.  Remains on Plavix.  Diabetes.
Physical Exam:  Today blood pressure 148/60 right-sided.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear. No arrhythmia.  No pericardial rub.  No abdominal tenderness or ascites.  No edema or neurological deficits.

Labs:  Chemistries in October creatinine 1.3, baseline is 1.4 and 1.5.  Present GFR 55 stage III.  Electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorous normal.  White blood cell and platelet count normal.  Anemia 10.9.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III, stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.

2. Left-sided renal artery stenosis status post angioplasty and stent.

3. Atrophy of the right kidney.

4. Extensive atherosclerosis.

5. Coronary artery calcification.

6. Aortobiiliac graft surgery lower extremities.
7. Left-sided carotid endarterectomy.
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8. Significant neuropathy high dose of Neurontin not working, no side effects either.

9. Anemia.  No external bleeding.  EPO for hemoglobin less than 10.  Chemistries in a regular basis.

10. Come back on the next four to six months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
