SECONDARY DIAGNOSES: Altered mental status.

Urinary tract infection

Sepsis

Large hiatal hernia

Diabetes mellitus

Chronic kidney disease stage II or III

HISTORY: This is a 65-year-old female with a history of diabetes mellitus and stroke who presented to the emergency room with altered mental status. Rest of the history and physical as in admitting H&P.
HOSPITAL COURSE: The patient was admitted to the hospital through emergency room. She was on cardiac monitor unit. The patient had altered mental status and was seen by neurologist. The patient had CT scan of the brain repeated. Also had a long discussion with Dr. Stroger regarding the possibility of urinary tract infection. Blood cultures were negative. After three days, the patient started feeling better. After that, the next day, the patient started having altered mental status again and her ammonia level was slightly elevated. The patient was on lactulose by GI and then the urinalysis did not show any bacteria. Blood cultures were negative and white blood cells were improving. Had a long discussion with infectious disease specialist Dr. Stroger and he ordered WBC tagged CT scan of the whole body. After that, the patient was mostly groggy or sleepy and barely responded to external stimuli. The patient was on two antibiotics which were eventually stopped. The patient was seen by gastroenterologist. In the meantime, the patient’s blood sugars were done AC and HS and a sliding scale was followed.
The patient has chronic stroke with a contracture of the foot.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient’s daughter stated that she had no fever, chills, headache, head injury, falling down, swallowing difficulty, chest pain, short of breath, diarrhea, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
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Many times, I had a long discussion with family regarding treatment plan and all their questions were answered to their satisfaction. They verbalized full understanding. After that, the patient was not able to swallow any food because of severely altered mental status and speech therapy saw the patient and stated that the patient should be NPO. Hence, a feeding tube was inserted and feeding was started. In the meantime, the patient continued to be NPO and then on the day of discharge, the patient’s daughter stated that the patient is not improving and she wants to have the patient transferred to Alexian Brothers Medical Center. Other consultants also notified about the status and the patient was then accepted by Alexian Brothers Medical Center for higher level of care. Also had a long discussion with the *__________* and she agreed with the plan.
CONDITION AT DISCHARGE: Condition at the time of discharge was stable. Her activity was *__________*. Diet was controlled carb-diet.
MEDICATIONS AT DISCHARGE: Medications are as per the discharge reconciliation list and my partner Dr. __________ is going to follow the patient in emergency.
