


PROGRESS NOTE

CC: Followup ER visit and DNR form completion.
HPI: A 100-year-old female followed by Inhabit Hospice earlier this week had replacement of her previous hospital bed with one having fewer sidebars so that it meets criteria of not being a restraint. Evening of 10/19/22, the patient was rolling around in bed, fell out, sustained a right side facial laceration and right hand laceration, sent to SWMC and received several sutures to her facial lesion and Steri-Strips with dressing to her right forearm. The patient was in the dining room sitting up. She is fed and appeared to have good p.o. intake. I was able to examine both her head and arm without resistance. She made eye contact, but did not speak. She did not appear in any distress. Her daughter later came onto the unit and is taking issue with a new bed wanting to have one that has got more side rails. It was explained to her that those were considered restraints which is the reason for having to have the bed replaced. 
DIAGNOSES: Endstage unspecified dementia, right upper facial laceration with sutures in place and right forearm laceration with Steri-Strips in place, chronic pain management, pseudobulbar affect, depression, osteoporosis, and hypothyroid.

MEDICATIONS: MiraLax MWF, Tylenol 1000 mg b.i.d., lorazepam gel 1 mg/mL 0.5 mL t.i.d., Seroquel 50 mg t.i.d., tramadol 50 mg b.i.d., Senna one tablet h.s., Baza cream to groin q.d.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

HOSPICE: Inhabit.
CODE STATUS: After much discussion, POA agrees to DNR status. So, appropriate form completed.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Elderly female sitting fairly upright in her high-back wheelchair at lunch, appeared fairly calm.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 97/59, pulse 72, temperature 97.1, respirations 22, and weight 121.4 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Fair neck and truncal stability. She is nonambulatory, a total transfer assist and requires full assist for 6/6 ADLs.

NEURO: She made eye contact with me. She did not speak, she can and does. She will cry out or make utterances when she is uncomfortable.

SKIN: Right eyebrow area, there are several sutures in place. The area was clean. There is some pinkness. No warmth or tenderness. Right forearm is currently dressed, but had been cleaned and Steri-Strips placed in the ER which remain. Remainder of the skin is warm and dry. No other skin tears. A few scattered bruises.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Fall followup. There are injuries but they are being addressed and we will continue to monitor. She now has the bed lowered to the floor and there is a thicker bedside mat in place.
2. Advance care planning: DNR form is now in chart.
