HPI: A 97-year-old seated in a wheelchair in the day room with other residents. She was smiling, but quietly looking around. When I approached her, she made eye contact, said hello, did not remember who I was. She is also HOH so communication is difficult. Staff told me that she seems quite happy being with the other residents. She will interact. She is receptive to care offered. There have been no behavioral issues. Her p.o. intake is good. She is sleeping through the night. Her daughter still keeps in touch with her. The patient had a left wrist fracture for which she had surgery, a cast which she removed. She does not seem to be in pain as regards to the cast that she had. Staff report that she will let them know when she needs something.

DIAGNOSES: Dementia unspecified advanced, left wrist fracture, ORIF in September – healing continues, HTN, HLD, hypothyroid, osteoporosis, lumbar DDD, HOH and nonambulatory.

MEDICATIONS: ASA 81 mg q.d., Calmoseptine b.i.d., docusate b.i.d., FeSO4 q.d., Flonase q.d., Lasix 20 mg q.d., levothyroxine 150 mcg q.d., MiraLax q.d., KCl 40 mEq b.i.d., PreserVision b.i.d., D3 2000 IUs q.d., and vitamin C 500 mg b.i.d.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular with chopped meat.

HOSPICE: Valir.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, looking about.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 110/65, pulse 60, temperature 98.2, respirations 18, and O2 sat 98% on 2 liters per NC.

RESPIRATORY: The patient has portable O2 attached to wheelchair. Nasal cannula used properly. Decreased bibasilar breath sounds. Cooperates with deep inspiration. Lungs relatively clear. No cough and symmetric excursion.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She has good neck and truncal stability in her manual wheelchair. No LEE. Left wrist – there is a thickening about the wrist and the distal forearm. No bruising. There is no tenderness to palpation.

NEURO: Orientation x 1. She is verbal, but her comments are random and out of context. She is pleasant and cooperative.

SKIN: There is some discoloration from resolving bruising.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: 
1. Transitioned to MC, seems to have gone smoothly. The patient is calm and appears to enjoy being with other residents, cooperative to care.

2. Dementia. Clear progression. No behavioral issues.

3. Room air hypoxia. She has O2 with sats at 90% or greater.

4. Left wrist fracture is healed, does not appear to be a source of pain.
