CC: ER followup.
HPI: The patient has an indwelling Foley placed in the perineum and there was no noted output for approximately close to 24 hours. He was sent to SSM ER where the then indwelling catheter was removed and replaced. He apparently had a urine output that appeared consistent with UTI and was sent back on Levaquin. The patient is seen in the dining room. He is comfortable when I asked how he felt. He stated he was doing good. I brought up the ER issue and he stated that it was taken care of and he is doing good. He also had lab work done that is reviewed CBC WNL. CMP, creatinine of 1.49 and a UA nitrite positive, 10 to 20 WBCs, moderate bacteria sent for culture, which is pending.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Perineal Foley catheter replaced. Bag is evident have spoken with unit nurse who suggested a cover for the bag to avoid the stairs in the dining room and the discomfort. The patient I think has concerning the same. Whether leg catheter is possible for him unclear, but will look into that as well.
2. Lab review. The significance is evidence of a UTI for which he is on Levaquin 250 mg q.d. for four days having received a dose in the ER to account for five days.
3. Renal insufficiency. Creatinine is 1.49 with a BUN of 14.
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
