CC: ER followup.
HPI: An 83-year-old who gets around in a wheelchair that she propels with her feet. On 10/20/2022, she was found in her room. She could not quite tell what happened except that it looks like she had tried to stand and self transfer she ended up falling face first to the ground hit her head and transported to Integra Southwest MC and returned with a diagnosis of a closed head injury and a script for Keflex x1 week. ABX indicated for abrasion on the left forehead and temporal area. The women at her dinner table teased her about the bruising on her face it did not seem to bother her and she denied any pain.

DIAGNOSES: Lewy body dementia, Parkinsonism, gait instability, gets around in wheelchair, bipolar disorder, and OAB.

MEDICATIONS: Tylenol 650 mg b.i.d., CranCap q.d., divalproex 250 mg b.i.d., Lexapro 10 mg q.d., levothyroxine 50 mcg q.d., Myrbetriq 50 mg q.d., olanzapine 5 mg b.i.d., KCl 10 mEq b.i.d.,. Exelon patch 9.5 q.d., trazodone 100 mg h.s., and Abilify 2 mg b.i.d.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.
CODE STATUS: Full code.
DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient seated comfortably feeding herself.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 127/73, pulse 64, temperature 98.3, respirations 16, and O2 sat 96%.
HEENT: She has significant periorbital bruising both thighs left greater than right and then she has a lump on the left forehead into temporal area. The skin is abraded and there is eschar formation tenderness to palpation. She has bruising also on the bridge of her nose and around her chin. Conjunctivae are clear.
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NEURO: Orientation x1. Speech is clear. She can voice her needs, clear short-term memory deficits unable to give information.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Later seeing propelling herself in her manual wheelchair. She remains brisk with no lower extremity edema.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Fall followup significant bruising. She has black eyes with an abrasion and eschar formation on left side of her forehead. Keflex 500 mg q.i.d. x7 days for wound and it will be completed by 10/28/2022.
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
