HPI: The patient is a 94-year-old seen in room when I walked in. She was maneuvering herself off her walker into her recliner and did so without any difficulty. She did not appear short of breath. The patient had taken Ultram for joint pain stated that she no longer needed it and wanted to have it discontinued and told her that will be done. Overall, she is doing well. She had no other issues. Her husband who was in the bedroom was talking from there and when asked if he had anything to add he stated no that she seemed okay.

DIAGNOSES: COPD, severe asthma with p.r.n O2, dysphagia with modified diet, GERD, hypothyroid, and HTN.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 09/14/22 note.

ALLERGIES: PCN and sulfa and latex.

DIET: Pureed with nectar thick liquid.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Small elderly female pleasant appeared comfortable in room.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 163/61, pulse 52, temperature 97.6, respirations 16, and O2 sat 96%.

RESPIRATORY: She has normal effort and rate. Decreased bibasilar breath sounds. Lungs relatively clear without cough.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulates in her room. She will hold on to things as supposed to using her walker but uses her walker should she leave the room for short distance. No LEE.
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NEUROLOGIC: She makes eye contact. She is soft spoken and a few words at a time, but able to give information and appears to understand given information.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Pain management resolved.  Discontinue Ultram.
