CC: The patient request increase in tramadol.

HPI: The patient is an 80-year-old with significant OA of bilateral knees. On 10/05/22 I started tramadol 50 mg q a.m. routine to see if it would be of help. The patient states that it is and she would like to have it three times daily routine. She ambulates with the walker and comes out for meals and activities. The only limitation is knee pain. She was in good spirits when seen.

DIAGNOSES: Polyarthralgias, bilateral OA of knees, HTN, GERD, HLD and unspecified dementia with recent progression.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 10/05/22 noted.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 142/89, pulse 82, temperature 98.2, respirations 17, and weight 188 pounds, which is stable.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is answering the door with her locker use steady and upright. No LEE.

NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x2. Speech is clear. She repeats her stories as soon as she answered and saw someone with me she starts in the story about her family. She was redirectable.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Pain management. Tramadol 50 mg increased to t.i.d and we will monitor for continued benefit.
