CC: 60-day note.

HPI: A 94-year-old with vascular dementia observed sitting in her wheelchair propelling herself around. She was pleasant, compliant when time to be seen. The patient participates in unit activities, is out for all meals, maintains ability to propel her manual wheelchair, feed herself and can voice her needs. She gets along with the other residents and likes interacting with the staff. Her sister and POA continues to keep tabs on her. She has had no falls or other acute medical events.

DIAGNOSES: Vascular dementia without BPSD, atrial fibrillation, history of CVA, HLD, FeSO4 anemia and history of right intracranial bleed.

MEDICATIONS: Digoxin 0.125 mg one-half tablet q.d., Colace q.d., Eliquis 5 mg b.i.d., Feosol q.d., Toprol 50 mg q.d., and Pravachol 40 mg h.s..

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Pleasant older female seated in wheelchair, cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 126/58, pulse 57, temperature 97.4, respirations 17, O2 sat 96% and weight 122.2 pounds.

CARDIAC: She has an irregular rhythm without MRG. PMI nondisplaced.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lungs fields clear with symmetric excursion. No cough.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She has fair neck and truncal stability in her manual wheelchair that she propels with her feet, has no LEE, weight bears for transfers and is a transfer assist.
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NEUROLOGIC: She makes eye contact. Her speech is clear. Affect appropriate to speech context. She is able to carry conversation as well as voice needs and appears to understand given information.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Vascular dementia stable with no staging, remains fairly independent in four of six ADLs.

2. AFib on digoxin with rate control. Level at last check was low, however, dose is titrated to rate control, which is good at current dose.

3. FeSO4 anemia. CBC 08/20/2022 WNL.

4. Code status. We will speak with her sister who is POA regarding whether this will remain or any change.
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
