CC: 60-day note.

HPI: An 85-year-old with advanced Alzheimer’s disease, was seen today and she was actually cooperative and pleasant. The patient’s mood can vacillate between being irritable and stating some not so nice things to other people, but today was not one of those days fortunately. The patient does engage with other residents. She is out for all meals. She is using her wheelchair routinely to get around the facility. ABH gel was started 09/16/2022 because of behavioral issues and it has actually had a beneficial effect that edge has been taken off and she is not quick to get on to her fellow residents. When I spoke to her, she just started talking right away and I am not sure what she was talking about, but she seemed happy doing it. I asked some basic questions and she was able to give yes/no answers.

DIAGNOSES: Advanced Alzheimer’s disease, anxiety disorder decreased, DM II, HTN, wheelchair dependent, post left femur fracture.

MEDICATIONS: ABH gel 2/25/2 mg/mL 1 mL t.i.d., Norvasc 10 mg q.d., Effer-K 10 mEq q.d., Lasix 40 mg q.d., metformin 1 g b.i.d. a.c., metoprolol 50 mg q.d., oxycodone 5 mg b.i.d., Actos 30 mg q.d., Zoloft 75 mg q.d.

ALLERGIES: NITROGLYCERIN and GLIPIZIDE.
DIET: NCS.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Thin elderly female who was well groomed, in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/57, pulse 62, temperature 97.4, respirations 18, O2 sat 93% and weight 111.6 pounds.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without MRG.
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RESPIRATORY: Cooperates with deep inspiration. Lungs fields are clear. Symmetric excursion without cough.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is wheelchair dependent and propels herself around the facility. No LEE. Intact radial pulses. She is weightbearing with transfer assist.

NEUROLOGIC: She makes eye contact. Her speech can be clear; at times, mumbled, but the content is random and out of context, but she smiles and she seems happy.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Dementia with BPSD. BPSD tempered with ABH gel and it does not compromise alertness or baseline cognition.

2. Wheelchair dependent. She gets around without any difficulties, has had no falls and is a transfer assist.

3. DM II. Due for A1c 11/23/2022 order written.

4. HTN. Reviewed BPs, adequate control. No change in meds.

5. Weight loss. On 08/18/2022, weight was 119.2 pounds; currently, 111.6 pounds, a weight loss of 7.6 pounds. We will continue to monitor p.o. intake as well as weights.
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
