CC: Letter on daughter’s behalf.
HPI: A 97-year-old whose POA request that I write a letter on behalf of the patient regarding x-rays taken in August of left hip. The patient is a 97-year-old who had a fall in early August and continued to have pain of her left hip to the point that she was no longer weightbearing and had taken to being transported in a wheelchair. She has a history of left hip replacement with revision required after a fall several years ago broke the hardware and it had to be redone so the concern was that with the fall and then the patient no longer weightbearing due to pain that there may be something wrong with the prosthesis. X-ray obtained on 08/25/2022 of the left hip with pelvis two to three views. The x-ray demonstrated that the left hip prosthesis was in appropriate position No hardware loosening and no bony fractures noted. Daughter/POA Robbie states that she has gotten a letter from the patient’s insurance that they are not covering the x-ray cost as it was not deemed a medical emergency. Given the patient’s change in mobility, advanced age, obtaining x-rays in facility as opposed to sending her to an ER with whatever exposures she would encounter there seem to the more appropriate wave really not a fracture or dislocation. A letter is written supporting the need for the x-ray on the patient’s behalf. A copy will be sent to POA for submission to the insurance company.
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
