CC: Pain management.

HPI: The patient is a 63-year-old and today is her birthday is seen in clinic regarding her pain management. The Percocet 10 mg q.6 was of benefit, but she stated that it does not last the duration of the six hours and opposes that it be q.4h., which is how she has timed her pain coverage at home. Over the weekend the patient contacted the on-call people she called on 10/22/22 Saturday six times regarding her medication not being delivered and that she had run out and was in pain. Behaviorally she became more abrupt and verbally abusive to the on-call person. It is noted that there was a delay in the delivery of the medication on the part of Boomer Pharmacy. It took a little bit for her to get over all that discussion and after talking she is also seen Dr. *_______* here for acupuncture and other homeopathic methods of pain control as well as she comes to physical therapy three days a week. Given all that after discussion I told her that I am willing to do the Percocet IR 10 mg q.4h. routine and that she continues with the tizanidine p.r.n if it is too sedating as she states it is then she can break it in half. I also let her know that if the behavioral issues occur again then that violates the pain contract and that will be done with a pain management in this clinic. I also spoke with the Boomer Pharmacy rep regarding the delivery delay issue that will not happen again. I will sign the scripts in our Copia and I told her to start the q.4 as of today so she will run out before the scheduled routine delivery day and that will also be reflected in the new orders.
