HISTORY: This is a 52-year-old female with a painful rash on the right side of her face. She states this has been going on for approximately three days, came in today because of increased pain and states she has sometimes itches.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies new soap, lotion, perfume or detergent. The patient endorses history of varicella as a kid. She does report stress at home.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in mild distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99% at room air.

Blood pressure 145/77.
Pulse 75.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.2.

FACE: Clustered vesicles on an erythematous base discretely distributed on the right side of her face and lesion does not cross midline.
HEENT: Eyes: Eyes are without involvement. No erythematous conjunctiva. No edematous conjunctiva. No lid edema or erythema. EOM full range of motion. PERL. Orbits and lids: No edema, no erythema, and no tenderness to palpation.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Herpes simplex virus.

2. Neuropathy.

3. Rash on right face.
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The patient was educated about her condition and my findings and physical exam.

She was given a prescription of:
1. Acyclovir 800 mg, she will take one p.o. five times a day for seven days, #35.

2. Gabapentin 300 mg, she will take one p.o. t.i.d. for 10 days, #30.
She was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none. The patient was educated extensively about her condition and self-care. She was strongly advised that should she notice lesion in her eyes she must go to the emergency room instantly, she states she understands and will comply. She was sent home with Acyclovir 800 mg one p.o. five times daily for seven days, #35. Gabapentin 300 mg one p.o. t.i.d. for 10 days, #30, no refills. She was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none.
