She states his meal prior was _______ and the symptoms started probably about six hours after he ate. She states there is another sibling with the same food, but he is having diarrhea instead of vomiting.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: PEANUTS.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Mother endorses secondhand smoke exposure from both her and father.

FAMILY HISTORY: None.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above. Mother reports that the child has been tolerating fluids well today, he has not vomited today.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress. Child is playing actively with his brother in the room jumping from one spot to the other. He has moist mucous membranes.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 95% at room air.

Blood pressure 93/67.
Pulse 112.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.2.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
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EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. He bears weight well with no discomfort. He is jumping up and down in the clinic with no difficulties.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented. The patient’s sensory and motor functions are normal. The patient’s mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Vomiting.

2. Viral syndrome.
The patient was sent home with the following prescription. Zofran 4 mg one tablet SL t.i.d. p.r.n. for vomiting. Mother was advised BRAT diet (bananas, rice, applesauce, and toast), to increase fluid, recommend Pedialyte and/or water, she states she understands and will comply.
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
