History: Mr. Moody was seen. He had his both cataract surgeries in August 2022 and is doing good. He states his arthritis is still acting up and he wants his diclofenac refilled and he also wants some Tylenol No.3 refilled, so that he can take it when it hurts. The patient denies any chest pain or shortness of breath. His med list reconciled. His blood pressure is controlled. He works as an electrician and has to do climbing. So, when his gout and osteoarthritis gets bad, he has to use some Tylenol No.3 to be functional. The patient understands plan of treatment. He had an elevated PSA in the past of 6.61 and we are going to recheck the PSA to see if it is increased or decreased. Another lab slip is given to check CBC, CMP, lipid, uric acid and a diagnostic PSA and he will be seen in the office at the end of this month.
