History: Mr. McMurry states he has erectile dysfunction and he wants more Viagra than just six pills. The second problem, the patient has history of folliculitis with some Staphylococcus aureus infection in the folliculitis. About a year ago or so, the patient had gotten several episodes, but he has not had it in a longtime. He had one small boil that seems to be resolved over his right leg and he has some itching and rash in the crease between his pelvis and abdomen and wanted some cream because even one boil showed up it is possible the patient can have another boil soon, got him started on Bactrim DS, gave him Lotrisone cream. He wanted a sample of Breztri, which was given and he will be seen in the office in a month. The rest of the exam is as in the chart.

The Patient’s Problems:
1. Idiopathic cardiomyopathy and the patient is on Entresto.

2. Erectile dysfunction.

3. Hypertension.

4. Hyperlipidemia.

5. Folliculitis.

6. History of severe chronic venous insufficiency.
Right now, he is taking Lasix every other day along with potassium every other day and his leg swelling is minimal. I told him that if his leg swelling gets worse he may have fluid and blisters develop on the leg or even develop chronic venous ulcers because his chronic venous insufficiency is pretty bad.
