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1. EH, 5-year-old male with fever. Chest x-ray shows mild viral pneumonia. Flu A positive. Treated with albuterol and Tamiflu. Everyone is happy with the care. Doing better already.

2. DB, 35-year-old with toothache. Treated for dental caries. Given Cipro. Still having pain. I told the patient to see the dentist ASAP. Please consider something for better anaerobe and Gram-positive coverage than ciprofloxacin.

3. JE, 20-year-old pregnant with vomiting and fast heart rate; heart rate was 111. The patient was diagnosed with UTI with positive leukocytes, negative swab test. Treated with Macrobid. Please consider a different antibiotic in the third trimester as opposed to Macrobid.
4. MT, 57-year-old woman with facial swelling. Diagnosed with dental caries. Again, treated with Cipro, Norco, Tylenol No.3, and Diflucan in the emergency room. Sent home with Cipro. Once again, please consider different antibiotics for dental caries especially two days later, the patient is still having the same symptoms, not any better, she tells me today. No complaints regarding the physician.

5. SW, 53-year-old bit her tongue during the seizure activity. Treated with Tylenol No.3, Augmentin, and prednisone. The patient has an open wound on her tongue. Sent home with Tylenol and Augmentin, already showing improvement, was happy with the care.

6. RD, 57-year-old woman with vomiting. Blood pressure 199/164. Diagnosed with delirium tremens. Transferred to Memorial Hermann. White count 17,000. Husband states that she just left the ICU today. She is doing better. Her EKG was abnormal. She received Ativan, Zofran, and Ativan again in the emergency room. May consider Phenergan for nausea and vomiting related to DTs.

7. BW, 71-year-old with possible staph infection lower leg. CBC, CMP, and x-rays were negative. Diagnosed with cellulitis lower extremity. Treated with clindamycin. Left message for the patient to call me back.
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8. WN, 14-year-old young man with fever and body ache. Diagnosed with exacerbation of asthma and otitis media. Chest x-ray showed viral pneumonia. EKG showed sinus tachycardia. White count was 15,000. Sent home with azithromycin, Bromfed, Motrin and prednisone. Already doing somewhat better per mother. They were happy with the care.

9. AR, 27-year-old three weeks postpartum with vaginal bleeding. H&H was 8 and 24. Hydrated. White count was 4000. Sent home with iron. Urine tox screen and urine pregnancy were negative. Left message for the patient to call me back.

10. LD, 20-month-old baby with cough and congestion. Swab test negative. White count 94,000. Temperature 99. Chest x-ray okay. Diagnosed with otitis media and conjunctivitis. Swab and RSV were both negative. Treated with Bromfed, Motrin, prednisone, azithromycin and Flovent. Please consider a neb treatment as opposed to an inhaler for a 20-month-old via nebulizer machine. Left message for the mother to call me back.
11. SF, is a 34-year-old with migraine headaches, body aches, and weakness. Swab test negative. Treated with Motrin in the ER. Sent home with tramadol. The patient is still having the headache. Did not have a CT scan, but this is not the worst headache she has ever had. She will follow up with her physician. She was nevertheless happy with the care.

12. PN, 28-year-old with knee pain. X-rays showed contusion. Sent home with Motrin. Left message for the patient to call me back.

13. CP, 9-year-old young lady with vomiting and abdominal pain. White count 22,000. Chemistries and CT negative. Sent home with Zofran. Already doing better. Please consider UA and a chest x-ray in a child with white count of 22,000. They are going to follow up with her primary care for a repeat CBC. They were happy with the care received.
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
