Mrs. Duprey is a 75-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 1995. She also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, left eye blindness, chronic kidney disease, and tumor removal from her brain, which left her with the movement disorder. Her C-peptide was checked and it was 4.17. The patient failed metformin therapy due to chronic kidney disease. She is currently on Jardiance 25 mg once daily, Ozempic 0.25 mg once weekly and Tresiba 36 units once daily. For breakfast, she usually eats eggs, ham or cereal. Lunch is usually a hot dog or a sandwich. Dinner is usually rice, fish and other protein. She snacks on bananas or cookies. She had brain surgery in 2019. She also  had a hysterectomy and her last eye exam was in 2021.

Plan:
1. For his type II diabetes, she has severe fluctuations in her blood glucose and wife glycemic excursions. Therefore, we will increase her Ozempic to 0.5 mg once weekly and continue the Tresiba 36 units once daily. I will add Humalog 8 units with each meal and continue Jardiance 25 mg once daily.

2. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

3. For her hyperlipidemia, we will check a current lipid panel.

4. For her chronic kidney disease, her diabetes is certainly complicated by chronic kidney disease. We will need to monitor her renal function carefully and regularly.
