Plan:
1. For her type II diabetes, she is currently on NovoLog based on a sliding scale and Novolin NPH at bedtime.

2. She is here today for Eversense removal of her continuous glucose monitor. This is complicated by cellulitis at the insertion site.

3. She was admitted to the Emergency Department for IV antibiotics in Tampa, Florida and she is here today for the removal of the Eversense continuous glucose monitor.

4. We placed the Eversense continuous glucose monitor on 09/19/2022. The serial number is 273957, lot number is WP08813, and expiration was 01/06/2023.

5. The small 3 mm initial incision site was penetrable with surgical tweezers. We used sterile technique for the removal of the sensor. Lidocaine was used for anesthesia at the local site. She tolerated the procedure well. The incision was left open secondary to the fact that it was complicated by cellulitis.

6. For her cellulitis, she is on doxycycline 100 mg twice a day for 10 days and sulfamethoxazole-trimethoprim 800/160 mg twice a day for 10 days as well.

7. I also sent the incision site with infection of cellulitis for a culture and we will review the results of the culture with the patient once we get the results back.
