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Dear Dr. Tan:

I had the pleasure to see Mitchell today for followup evaluation for headaches.

CHIEF COMPLAINT: Migraine headaches.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 43-year-old female, with chief complaint of worsening headaches.  The patient has been having migraine headaches.  She has been taking Imitrex.  She needs to take Imitrex two to three times a week.  The Imitrex works to stop the headaches.  However, the headaches keep coming back.  The patient has seen ENT, for hearing deficit.  The patient tells me that ENT doctor prescribed her Nurtec.  She tells me that Nurtec has been effective for the migraines.  The patient also tried Topamax, which causes headaches.  Amitriptyline, she is already taking and that is not effective.

IMPRESSION
Migraine headache disorder.  The patient tells me that she has increasing migraines headaches.  She tells me that Nurtec is effective.  Topamax causes side effects of increasing headaches.  Amitriptyline is not effective.

RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Explained the patient of the above diagnoses.

2. I will write the patient a prescription for Nurtec 75 mg once a day as needed.  Since that is working so well for her.

3. I will give the patient Imitrex 50 mg once a day as needed as well.

4. Amitriptyline 10 mg pills, half a pill for day for headache prevention.

5. Recommend the patient follow up with me in two months.  Explained the patient common side effects from these medications.
