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CHIEF COMPLAINT

Traumatic brain injury.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 27-year-old male, with a chief complaint of traumatic brain injury.  Majority of the history is provided by the mother.  According to the mother, traumatic brain injury happened in 2012 with multiple concussions.  The patient has multiple concussions since then.  The patient also diagnosed of schizoaffective disorder in 2019.  The patient has been hearing voices since 2012.  The patient has tried various medications for that.  In April 2022, he fell and lost consciousness.  He hit the head.  He woke up with voices in the head were gone and then the voices have been gone since then.  The patient discontinued psych medications Latuda.  However, the patient was told by psychiatrist to have neurologist workup.  Brain MRI was done in August 2022.  The patient denies any hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria and dysphagia.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY
1. Schizoaffective disorder.
2. History of traumatic brain injury.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS
1. Lisinopril.

2. Amlodipine.

3. Hydrochlorothiazide.

SOCIAL HISTORY
The patient does not smoke, does not drink, and does not use illicit drugs.
IMPRESSION
1. History of traumatic brain injury.  According to mother, the patient had multiple traumatic brain injuries, the most recent one was in April 2022. The patient tripped over and hit the shelf and hit the head.  The patient has immediately loss of consciousness.  It was a few seconds and he regained consciousness.
2. According to the mother, since this fall, the patient does not have any auditory hallucination anymore.  As a matter of fact, he stopped taking his Latuda.

3. The dizziness is still present, but it is a lot better.  The dizziness and lightheadedness is likely due to traumatic brain injury.
RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Explained to the mother of the above diagnoses.

2. I will obtain a brain MRI, to evaluate for traumatic brain injury.
3. I also explained to the mother common signs and symptoms for an acute stroke, which included hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria and dysphagia.  Explained to the mother to take him to the emergency room if he develops any of those signs and symptoms.
