I had the pleasure to see Xavier today for initial evaluation for seizures.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient has a history of seizures since childhood.  Majority of the history is provided by the mother.  According to her mother, the patient has seizure disorder since childhood.  He would have seizures since preschool.  The patient would suddenly have twitching, eye rolling back.  The patient does not usually convulse.  The patient has been seeing pediatric neurologist in Oakland Children Hospital.  He has been taking seizure medications.  His seizures have been well under control.  He has not had any seizure since 2020.  The patient has been taking Keppra and Lamictal.  They have been very effective for him.  There are no significant side effects.  The mother wants to continue these medications.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY
1. Seizure disorder.

2. Learning disability.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS
1. Lamotrigine 100 mg pills, three tablets twice a day.

2. Keppra 500 mg tablets one tablet two times a day.

The patient is allergic to SULFA medication causing rash.

SOCIAL HISTORY

The patient is single.  The patient is a student.  The patient does not smoke.  The patient does not drink alcohol.  The patient does not use illicit drugs.

FAMILY HISTORY

There is no family history of similar medical condition.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS

The patient has acid reflux symptoms.

IMPRESSION 
1. Seizure disorder.
2. Learning disability.
The patient has seizure disorder since preschool according to the mother.  The patient has been well controlled on lamotrigine and Keppra.  He has not had any seizure since 2020.  However, he is not able to see pediatric neurologist in Children Oakland Hospital anymore because he has turned 21 years old.  I will continue his seizure medications.

RECOMMENDATIONS
1. Explained to the mother of the above diagnosis.

2. We will continue the lamotrigine 100 mg pills, three pills twice a day.

3. We will also continue the Keppra 500 mg pills, one pill twice a day.

4. I will also order an EEG study, to evaluate for seizures.
5. Explained to her the common side effects from the medication.  I recommend the patient to follow with me after the EEG study.
