PROCEDURE:  Inter-spinous injection L3-L4 and L4-L5.

MEDICAL INDICATIONS: The patient is here and his MRIs are reviewed and his history is reviewed. The patient is having pain for the last four months since 06/08/2021 when he was involved in an automobile accident. He was riding a bike and was hit by a car when he flew in the air leading to severe head injury, TBI, pain in the neck and the lower back. The MRIs were quite positive for bulging discs at L3-L4, L4-L5, and L5-S1 and interspinous ligament injury at L4-L5 and L5-S1 along with bilateral neuroforaminal narrowing and indentation of the ventral thecal sac. A lumbar epidural steroid injection at L5-S1 as well as interspinous injection at L4-L5 and L5-S1 will be of great help to heal up the patient sooner and improve the ADL and decrease the need for pain medications or even surgery. 

PROCEDURE NOTE: The patient was placed on the fluoroscopy table prone. The area of the spine L4-L5 was marked by the radiopaque object under fluoroscopy in the midline. An injection of 3 mL syringe with 2-inch long needle leading to L4-L5 interspinous space was used and 3 mL of dexamethasone with Marcaine was injected to help the patient. The same procedure was repeated at L5-S1 under fluoroscopy.
Band-Aids were applied and the patient was discharged safely.
