PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The child is alert, awake and in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 59 pounds. O2 sat 100%. Temperature 98.2. Respirations 16. Pulse 140.

HEENT: TMs are slightly red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.
NECK: No meningismus.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Positive flu A.

2. Negative strep.

3. Negative flu B.

4. Treat with Tamiflu 3.5 mg/kg x 5 days.

5. Discussed findings with mother and father at length.

6. If develops fever, chills, nausea, vomiting, or worsening symptoms, they will come back.

7. The child has had one bout of vomiting and, for this reason, the patient was given Zofran 4 mg/5 cc half a teaspoon q.8h. p.r.n. nausea and vomiting.
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
