CHIEF COMPLAINT: “I am still sick.”
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 35-year-old woman here last week treated for flu, fever, cough, pharyngitis, abdominal pain, volume depletion, vertigo, and lymphadenopathy. The patient finished her dose of Tamiflu, had a shot of Rocephin and Decadron. She is still feeling sick. She has cough, congestion, sputum production, some nausea and no vomiting.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Anxiety and insomnia.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: See 10/25/2022

MEDICATIONS: Ambien and Mucinex.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: She has had COVID immunization.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She does not smoke. She does not drink alcohol. Last period was eight years ago.
FAMILY HISTORY: No change from 10/25/2022.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Jennifer looks tired, but she is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 140 pounds. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 98. Respirations 16. Pulse 87. Blood pressure 116/70.

HEENT: TMs are slightly red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed. 
LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Bronchitis.

2. No sign of pneumonia.

3. Chest x-ray is clear.

4. Phenergan DM cough.
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5. Rest.

6. Do not go back to work till Monday.

7. Medrol Dosepak.

8. Augmentin 875 mg b.i.d.

9. Rocephin 1 g now.

10. Decadron 10 mg now.

11. Post flu bronchitis.

12. Chest x-ray is consistent with bronchitis.

13. If develops nausea, vomiting, high fever or worsening symptoms, she will return for a CT of the chest, but no evidence of pneumonia was seen today.
