Followup left shoulder injury. She states doing much better after receiving cortisone injection and cortisone pills for the past several days, has been off-work. She states that she has been in pressure to return to work as a bus driver. She feels that she has no impairment, she is being able to drive bus with automatic transmission and automatic doors at this time. Denies pain.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Extremities: Hand: Within normal limits. Wrist: Within normal limits. Forearm and elbow: Within normal limits. Arm and Shoulder: Left shoulder with restriction full abduction and rotation without pain noted to superior shoulder and lateral suprascapular area as before. Neurovascular and Tendon: Without evidence of injury. Skin: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Within normal limits. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness.
IMPRESSION: Followup of work-related injury to left shoulder with recurrence, now much improved.
PLAN: We will allow the patient to return to work, *__________* status to drive bus if permitted with work requirements. Follow up in one week for reevaluation. Again, requesting MRI to be obtained of left shoulder with suspected left rotator cuff injury without significant impairment at present, to discuss work capacities at work with her supervisor, to follow up for further evaluation.
