Dear Dr. Ernest:

This is a followup of Mr. Hanley who has chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in July.  Has foot ulcers followed by the wound clinic here in Alma Dr. Reiligh, presently no antibiotics, uses a left-sided boot.  No major discomfort.  Presently no fever, vomiting, or diarrhea.  Good urine output.  No other symptoms.  Stable edema.  No chest pain, palpitation, dyspnea, orthopnea or PND.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I will highlight the Norvasc, Bumex, Coreg for blood pressure treatment otherwise diabetes cholesterol management.

Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 172/70 left-sided sitting position and standing 168/70, two minutes later 160/74.  There are no localized rales or wheezes.  No arrhythmia.  No pericardial rub.  Overweight of the abdomen.  Weight 218.  No tenderness.  No ascites.  A boot on the left-sided 1 to 2+ edema worse on the left comparing to the right.

Labs:  Chemistries creatinine 1.6 appears to be the new steady-state 1.5, 1.6, previously close to 3, present GFR 43 stage III.  Electrolyte, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus normal.  Anemia 12.4.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Prior acute kidney injury at the time of diabetic foot ulcer, infection, antibiotics, amputation, has improved new baseline as indicated above without symptoms and no indication for dialysis.

2. Hypertension, some postural blood pressure although did not reach 20 points drop on systolic.  Continue present blood pressure medications.  I think we can increase the Coreg to 12.5 at night for a week, if no side effects we will increase it to twice a day 12.5.  Monitor blood pressure and symptoms of postural blood pressure drop or bradycardia.

3. Diabetic nephropathy.

4. Peripheral vascular disease.
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5. Coronary artery disease a three-vessel bypass and prior stenting, preserved ejection fraction.

6. Anemia without external bleeding EPO for hemoglobin less than 10.  Other chemistries stable.  Come back in four months.

All of the above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided and questions answered to the patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
