Dear Dr. Ernest:
This is a followup for Mr. King with advanced renal failure comes accompanied with wife, Shelby.  Last visit in August.  Underlying COPD with respiratory failure.  Some weight gaining.  Good appetite.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  Some constipation.  No bleeding.  Urine without cloudiness or blood.  No recent chest pain or palpitation.  To have plastic surgery to correct dropping of both lower eyelids.  Other review of systems is negative.

Medications:  List is reviewed.  Pain control with narcotics although he is minimizing probably no more than one or twice a week.  On phosphorus binders PhosLo, calcium replacement.  Medication for enlargement of the prostate.  Back on Lasix on a daily basis.  Insulin treatment for high potassium two days a week.

Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 138/64 on the left-sided, at home has fluctuates from lows to highs.  COPD abnormalities.  Isolated rhonchi distant.  No rales, wheezes or consolidation.  No pericardial rub.  No abdominal distention.  Minimal edema.  Decreased hearing.  Normal speech. No focal deficits.
Labs:  The most recent chemistries from November.  Anemia 10.7 and normal white blood cell and platelets.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Creatinine 3.5 for a GFR of 17 stage IV.  Normal albumin, calcium and phosphorus.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IV.

2. Biopsy-proven hypertensive nephrosclerosis with a component of diabetes.

3. Smoker COPD, respiratory failure, oxygen.

4. Prior urinary retention and enlargement of the prostate, on medications improved.

5. Continue phosphorus binders.
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6. Continue management of high potassium diet and potassium binders.

7. T9 compression fracture.  Avoiding antiinflammatory agents and narcotics.

8. Anemia.  EPO for hemoglobin less than 10.  Chemistries on a regular basis.  No indication for dialysis.  Come back in three months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
