History: Ms. Fazzino had called whether she would be taking too much of HCTZ today. I called her and told her that I had not prescribed her any other HCTZ, then she told me that she is taking lisinopril with the HCTZ and I told her that she told me she was taking lisinopril 5 mg a day, but she states she went home and checked and her prescription was lisinopril 10/12.5 mg once a day. I told her she can continue to take 10/12.5 mg once a day. I will make a correction in the chart as of today 11/02/2022, but she is to take the Dyazide one tablet only when she feels bloated and gets headaches before the period or during the period and not otherwise. The patient states she understands that. I told her I had explained to her before that if I wrote the prescription of take it as necessary during the period she will get five pills for the same price and that is why to save her money I had written the 30 tablets, but if she needs only five tablets in a month, then she should just use five and use it the next month. The patient states she forgot that and now she understands the use and she was thankful for explaining and calling her back.
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
