GOMEZ, VIOLETA
This 87-year-old woman admitted to Memorial Hermann with respiratory failure on 10/12/22. Two weeks before that the patient was admitted to Memorial Hermann Greater Heights with respiratory failure. The patient has had over six falls in the past two weeks. The patient is O2 dependent, short of breath at all time. The patient has demonstrated severe cardiac cachexia, muscle wasting, and weakness. She is no longer able to walk anymore because of her fall. She also suffers from hypertension, respiratory failure, hypercapnia, end-stage emphysema, end-stage COPD, pulmonary hypertension, generalized muscle weakness, decreased appetite, not becoming a total ADL dependent. She has been moved to Legend Oaks Healthcare Rehabilitation in Houston for further care. The patient has been placed on hospice because she no longer wants to be transferred back and forth to the hospital. She also suffers from dementia. The patient currently is on Aricept to control her symptoms and to make sure that she has had issues with behavior. She has had behavioral issues, sundowner syndrome and increased confusion regarding her dementia. The patient’s family has decided against resuscitation and/or PEG tube placement. The patient most likely has less than six months to live given her advanced respiratory failure, end-stage COPD, O2 dependency and her dementia. The patient is hospice appropriate with a life expectancy of again less than six months.
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
