6. He will make an appointment for full exam, blood work and evaluation of his organs.

7. High cholesterol on simvastatin.

8. Hypertension on lisinopril.

9. Weight loss discussed.

10. If not better in the next five to seven days to return.

11. Viagra given 100 mg, #30. He has tried them in the past and would like to take them on regular basis.

12. Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak as was mentioned above with Rocephin and Decadron IM now.
