HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 13-year-old male patient here today with a complaint of injuring his right elbow after having taken a hard fall. This happened yesterday during football practice.

The patient states that there is pain to that right elbow. He has difficulty straightening out his arm at this point as well and there is some slight edema.

He is here for evaluation today. No other issues verbalized to me.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, and well developed. He is well groomed.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 120/56. Pulse 65. Respirations 16. Temperature 97.8. Oxygenation 100% on room air.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable.

NECK: Soft.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
EXTREMITIES: Examination of that right elbow, he has difficulty straightening it out. There is some extremely mild ecchymosis surrounding that elbow, some slight edema as well. He is tender to palpation.

LABS: None done today. An x-ray was done to that right elbow. It does look suspicious for a right olecranon fracture. The patient will be referred to orthopedic for followup.

The x-ray once again does show this is very suspicious for an olecranon fracture. Also, fat-pad is present on x-ray as well. He will be referred to orthopedic for followup care.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Right olecranon fracture. The patient is in an arm sling that we placed him in now. No activities or sports until seen by an orthopedic physician.
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
