Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Bartlet comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. He states that he experienced trauma to the left eye approximately 42 years ago and that he did not experience a return of the vision. He has worked as a welder and states that he was laid off approximately five years ago because of the decreased vision. He states that he was having difficulties reading his blueprints. He says he has worn glasses in the past, but he does not have a pair currently.

On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is 20/20 on the right and no light perception on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of +3.05 –0.75 x 092 on the right and balance on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.25 measures 20/20 on the right and no light perception on the left at 14 inches. The pupil on the right side is round and reactive. There is no pupil on the left side as the entire globe is covered in sclera. The afferent defect is measured on the left side in reverse. Muscle movements are smooth and full. The intraocular pressure measures 17 on the right side with the iCare tonometer. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable on the right side. There is only mild nuclear sclerosis in the lens. The media is otherwise clear. On the left side, there is no cornea to view as the sclera has covered the entire globe. The fundus examination is unremarkable on the right side. The cup-to-disk ratio is 0.3. On the left side, there is no view to the fundus. The eyelids are unremarkable.

Goldmann visual field test utilizing a III4e stimulus with correction and with good reliability shows 108 degrees of horizontal field on the right and the absence of a visual field on the left.

Assessment:
1. Hyperopia.
2. Phthisis bulbi, left side.
Mr. Bartlet has clinical findings that are consistent with the history of trauma to the left eye. Based upon these findings, one would expect him to function as a monocular individual. Fortunately, with proper spectacle correction, he has excellent visual acuity and a normal visual field with the right eye. Certainly, he should observe monocular precautions.
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The prognosis for the right eye is good. The prognosis for the left eye is poor.
