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Dear Disability Determination Service:

Ms. Williams comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She states that she has difficulties with work-related activities because of low vision. She does not wear glasses and has not had an eye examination for approximately 12 years. She has a history of working as a homemaker and states that she has difficulty functioning because of back pain. She states that she had spinal surgery approximately three years ago. She denies eye surgery and trauma. She does not use eye drops.

On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is 20/20 on the right and 20/30 on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of +2.00 –0.25 x 115 on the right and +5.50 –0.75 x 015 on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +1.50 measures 20/20 on the right and 20/30 on the left. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 12 on the right and 11 on the left. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. The fundus examination is unremarkable. The cup-to-disk ratio is 0.5 on both sides. There are no hemorrhages. There is no edema. Of note, Ms. Williams refused to be dilated as she claims that dilation in the past had caused her problems. She is informed that by refusing dilation she may limit the examination and her ability to have a successful claim. Nevertheless, she refused the dilation. It is my feeling that the un-dilated examination is sufficient at this time to view the retina. Again, the retina is unremarkable. The eyelids are unremarkable.

Goldmann visual field test utilizing a III4e without correction and with good reliability shows 130 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 116 degrees of horizontal field on the left.

Assessment:
1. Hyperopia.
2. Presbyopia. 
Ms. Williams has excellent visual acuity and normal visual fields. Based upon these findings, she should be able to perform the visual tasks required in the work environment. With proper spectacle correction, she can read small print, distinguish between small objects, and avoid hazards in her environment.
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Her prognosis is good.
