VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 104/58. Pulse 103. Respirations 16. Temperature 99.2. Oxygenation 100%.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Very mild tympanic membrane erythema bilaterally. Canals are grossly clear. Oropharyngeal area: Erythema noted. Strawberry tongue noted. Oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

HEART: Mildly tachycardic at 103. No murmur. Positive S1 and positive S2.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a strep test and a flu test. The flu test was negative. The strep test was positive.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Acute streptococcal sore throat. The patient will receive amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL, 10 mL p.o. b.i.d. x10 days, 200 mL. He is to get plenty of fluid, plenty of rest. Mother is going to assist and monitor symptoms. He will not go to school today or tomorrow. He can return on Monday.
